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Bl The Role and Significance of Supply Chain Analytics for a Better Governance

Supply chain is the biggest cost for any item organization and for the most part
records for 60% to 80% of all expenses. Controlling such a considerable cost requests
consistent execution change and high operational effectiveness. As advances in
technology and disruptive global events transform the economy, businesses find
value in employees who can design and analyze supply chains, which are at the core
of every organization. The value of Supply Chain Analytics runs deep, and its
applications are endless. Enabling organizations to reduce costs, refine planning, and
improve decision-making, data holds the power to transform the efficiency of an
organization’s supply chain.

Advanced supply chain analytics represents an operational shift away from
management models built on responding to data. Emerging capabilities in this area
introduce a proactive management model, equipping supply chain professionals
with the ability to continually sense and respond as business changes around them.
Supply chain data analytics tools bring significant benefits to logistics companies.
Revenue growth, margins improvements, and better capital management are among
the key reasons to integrate business intelligence into supply chain management.
The examples of supply chain analytics include demand planning, sales and
operations planning, inventory management, and logistics management. Each of
these activities can enhance the overall efficiency of business operations, which can
lead to significant cost savings.

In order to increase planning accuracy for a logistics company, predicting consumer

demand is critical since it affects all the other supply chain processes and is the basis

for planning procurement, production capacities, logistics, sales, etc. By scrutinizing

consumer data, supply chain analytics will assist businesses in better future demand
prediction. For example, it will allow enterprises to determine what goods can be
minimized when they become less profitable or decide what products will be in
demand after the initial order. Inventory optimization is another concern since poor
inventory management results in product shortages and overstocking, and neither is

good. Excess inventory implies higher stock carrying costs while running out of items




leads to lost sales. Analytics allows companies to strike the right stock balance to
keep costs as low as possible without stock-outs. For example, the system might
initiate an alert for SKUs (Stock Keeping Units) that are running out based on the
average lead-time for that supplier. Sales trends can also assist the operations team
in determining which items require additional warehouse space and which could be
stored in lower numbers or phased out. As the complexities in supply chains are
enforcing improved risk management, emerging supply chain management
technologies are often overvalued, so decision-makers must fully understand each
new technology's risks and opportunities. Analytics solutions allow organizations to
identify and predict their potential/future risks, enhance planning, streamline
inventory management, and meet their clients’ high expectations. For instance, an
analytics platform could point to the risks by noting that a specific carrier has
repeatedly been late, delivering cargoes late over the last month. It can not only
capture this pattern but also signify the likelihood of further delays. In addition, the
software can calculate the impact of such a delay, involving the number of potential
late deliveries and the cost of chargebacks and returns. Besides, margin
improvements are necessary for future investments as well as residing sustainability.
Most logistics services providers focus on increasing revenue, neglecting increasing
profitability. However, if you intend to grow your logistics business profitably, it is not
sufficient to adjust a few cost levers or hope to increase revenue by way of
acquisitions. Instead, you must be ready to engage fundamental changes and
challenge how things have been performed in the past. Analytics systems allow
identifying and analyzing costs across the entire chain, from network costs to last
mile delivery. An essential product in this area is supply chain network optimization,
where this network is analyzed in terms of cost to serve and service levels. Then, you
can access and compare scenarios covering all predictable market dynamics to

determine the best available option.

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Solving Logistics Challenges in the Automotive & eCommerce Boom

A thriving Automotive sector has long been considered a good indicator of a healthy economy. In the modern day, the same can be
said for a booming eCommerce market. As these industries flourish in Saudi Arabia, logistics

companies like Saudi Bulk Trade (SBT) play a crucial role in connecting the dots. We recently caught up with SBT's CEO, Sohrab
Zuberi, to hear his briefing on the logistical challenges, opportunities, and solutions in both sectors.

‘ 1- The automotive industry across Saudi Arabia, and the GCC as a whole, is in great health. Tell us about the factors behind this and the challenges it
creates.
Indeed, the sector is doing very well, and is forecast to grow at a CAGR of more that 6% until at least 2026. Several factors are all coming together to
drive this growth — better incomes, government policies, and rapidly improving infrastructure are key. But so too is the fact that over 50% of the
population is in its chief earning years (25-55), and this is having an effect of consumer habits.
It's worth noting that the used car market in particular is performing very well. It's already worth close to US$5 billion and is expected to grow to
almost US$9 billion by around 2028.
This growth is an amazing sign for the Kingdom as a whole, but with such an increasing demand from
consumers, and hunger fromm manufacturers to grow in the market, companies like SBT play a crucial role in bringing the two together.

. 2-SBT has been heavily involved with the automotive industry in KSA for many years now. Can you brief us on who you work with, what's been the
driving force behind this, and how you've maintained such important customers?
SBT, through our transportation division SENDDEX, but also STOREX and LOGISTEX, our Warehousing and
Logistics Divisions, has long been the preferred choice for automotive companies in Saudi Arabia.
These companies depend heavily on secure and speedy import, export, as well as spare part distribution,
which we've been providing for years. We've become true automotive supply chain specialists. Indeed, we have our own specialized automotive team
that takes care of everything from Cross-Border and Port Clearance,
Inventory Management, Component Sequential Deliveries to Automotive facilities, as well as dedicated just-in-time spare part Express Delivery to
over 80% of KSA's automotive agencies.
The reason we've been so successful on this front is that we take something of a boutique approach to customer service, yet we've been able to scale
this model. There's no one-size-fits-all solution. That's why we created our own dedicated Automotive division, so that we can work closely with
stakeholders, sympathize with their needs and come up with efficient, effective solutions.
This is an approach we take across all sectors - striking a balance between turnkey and customizable, personal
solutions — whether it's in automotive, construction, or commerce.

. 3- You've surely been paying close attention to the booming ecommerce market, and following that, the massive rise in Last Mile Delivery services
here in Saudi Arabia? Do you see the latter as a challenger or a complimentary service?

A complimentary service, most definitely. There's still a lot of work that must go in before the Last Mile Delivery, so they depend on us. This huge rise
in both eCommerce and LMD providers is creating a rich environment for both consumers and businesses — one where we all depend on one another.
At SBT we've been hugely encouraged by the groundswell of LMD businesses and have commmitted to working closely with them. SBT can provide Mid
Mile (Second Mile) services across the whole Kingdom in rapid time, essentially allowing the LMD companies to perform more efficiently.

The fact that consumer habits are changing and so many people are now buying online, and of course expecting quick delivery, puts a huge pressure
on businesses to shift goods quickly and safely, or store them (in appropriate volumes) close to the end customer. This is where SBT steps in. We have
46 strategic hubs across Saudi Arabia — the largest privately owned logistics network — more than 700 vehicles on the move every day, and a wide
range of flexible solutions from FTL to LTL, so we can provide both eCommerce companies and LMD's with quick access to the whole Kingdom.

This is crucial as there's a risk that the LMD market is becoming saturated with so many players, so opening up avenues for expansion and additional

revenue is key.

. 4- When people talk about eCommerce, they tend to think of B2C, but B2B eCommerce is booming in Saudi Arabia. Tell us a little about this, and how
companies like SBT can add value.

Yes, B2B eCommerce is growing massively — at a CAGR of just under 20%. This naturally means that B2B logistics solutions are in huge demand. The
age profile of the working population, as well as a groundswell of SaaS Purchasing and Procurement products are two of the major driving forces
here. But with this comes a challenge as these companies struggle when dedicating too many resources into internal logistics departments, who
often lack the expertise of companies like SBT. They often don't know quite how to negotiate the logistics environment; they end up working with too

many providers and trying to manage too many moving parts.

We simplify the whole process by developing tailor made integrated solutions across the entire logistics chain, allowing companies to focus their time
and resources on what they're good at. Warehousing solutions for SMEs to large organizations through STOREX, Fulfilment and Distribution through
SENDDEX, and full-spectrum, single-window Logistics solutions — including Cross Border - through LOGISTEX. Essentially our customers can now deal
with one single point of contact and truth, leaving us to manage all stakeholders involved.

ENABLING WOMEN TO THE FORE IN LOGISTICS AND TRANSPORT - WILAT WAY

It is a well known fact that logistics and transport (L&T) industry is perceived to be female unfriendly and a one dominated by
men. However, in recent years, with an increase in female participation, we are now seeing an industry embracing diversity.
The poor perception of career opportunities has been a significant deterrent in attracting females to the workforce. In spite of
representing around half of the global population, the role of women is visibly marginal for decades. Nevertheless, in the last
few years, the increased focus on inclusion and gender diversity has meant more women professionals in the sector. It is
important to continue to support and encourage women to pursue careers in logistics by implementing programs that
support women's professional development, mentoring and networking opportunities, and actively promoting a culture of
diversity, equity and inclusion (DEI) within the workplace. The Global Gender Gap Report 2022 states that female
representation in the supply chain and transportation industry to be 21%. With a positive trend, it is important to translate our
intentions into practice and to work collaboratively to achieve progress by encouraging our female community to join the
workforce and break the elusive glass ceiling.

This is where WILAT has its role defined. WILAT is the women's forum of The Chartered Institute of Logistics and Transport
(CILT), which is the leading global professional body associated with the L&T industry. WiLAT was formed as a global forum in
2013 to promote the status of women in the supply chain, logistics and transport industries, to bring together, those who aid
the career development of women and to provide a support network and mentoring opportunities for women in the sector.
WILAT has a global footprint in 38 countries with over 3260 members.

WILAT activities are driven under four strategic thrusts to sustain and support professional development of females to bring
about changes to our industry.

a)- Leadership: We invest in women, identifying future leaders and mentoring them. We help them access leadership
training programs and encourage them to apply for executive roles. WILAT has launched the Stars of WIiLAT
(SoW) program to train and develop a pipeline of young leaders.

b)- Mentorship: Mentorship is vital in supporting growth of young professionals and WILAT is well positioned to facilitate
this as it is able to draw on a vast wealth of experience and contacts. WILAT Sri Lanka's flagship “Ignite” mentoring program
has enjoyed great success in the field of female mentoring and has been adopted by WILAT globally, laying the foundations
for future success around the world.

c)- Entrepreneurship: Entrepreneurship is a vital tool in the empowerment of women. By seeing opportunities and harness-
ing new ideas, entrepreneurs create jobs, help regions develop and grow economies. WILAT offers a platform for women
entrepreneurs to meet, exchange ideas and share best practice. This is well executed in WIiLAT Indonesia.

We encourage women to challenge themselves, help them harness their talent, and support them as they change the world.

d)- Empowerment: Empowered women are able to access tools, resources and learning that allow them to unlock their
potential and choose their own destinies. WIiLAT supports change in four key areas; social mobility, labour participation, access
to resources and control over decision-making. Excellent progress in this area is being made by WILAT Malaysia, who is
working together with businesses and policymakers to change women'’s control over decision-making.

WILAT established its Capacity Building Centre (CBC)
in June 2021 to complement the CILT education offering. The main objectives of WCBC are to develop leadership and
entrepreneurship skills, increase female talent pool in the industry through continuing professional development
and to empower WILAT members to make an impact to the industry. The CILT International has endorsed WCBC
programs. The inaugural Career and Life Aspiration Formula (CALF) program conducted by WCBC originated
from WILAT Hong Kong was modified and adopted by WILAT Global. Programs on Sustainability Leadership Strategy,
Reality of Digitalization, Mentoring and Business Coaching, DEI have followed and are part of the suit of offering.
To date WILAT has conducted six programs and trained over 200 personnel from 21 countries by an experienced
international resource pool. CALF also has built in industry orientation visits in Singapore. WiLAT conducted a skill
survey in 2022 covering the industry across the world. The surveys focused on obstacles to entry into the transport
and logistics sectors, promotion opportunities and challenges, additional training support, gender imbalance and
pay gaps concerns.

In conclusion, WILAT has taken the lead in driving the DEI agenda and has initiated across its membership an array

of programs for the industry in realizing its vision. WiLAT observes its activities to be helped by the work that is taking
place in multitude of sectors that are pursuing the SDGC goal 5.
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
